	 Operating Policy (For International Teams)



□ MABIK Science Fair Participation Policy

  a. All students voluntarily participate in the fair.

  b. Students explore research topics freely based on the submitted research plans.

  c. Research must be conducted with integrity.

  d. Maintaining research ethics is essential; plagiarism and ghostwriting are strictly prohibited.
    ※ All reports, presentations, and activities will be conducted in English.

□ Team Composition

  a. Eligible Participants: International youth teams (ages 10~18)

  b. Team Composition: 2~4 students, 1 supervising teacher

     ※ Teams are divided into Elementary/Secondary categories; teams within the same category do not need to be the same age.

  c. Supervising teachers must be actively employed, and changes are not allowed unless unavoidable circumstances arise.

     ※ One supervising teacher can guide up to 2 teams.
     ※ A justification for selecting an external supervising teacher is required if a teacher from another school is chosen.

  d. Changes to the supervising teacher and team members are not permitted after selection for the main round unless there are extraordinary circumstances, which must be discussed with the fair organizing committee.

□ Main Round Activities

  a. The period for research activities is from June to October 2024 (final submission date).

  b. Activity funds of 600,000 KRW per team for the 10 main round teams are paid in two installments.

  c. Participants must submit presentation videos, research diaries, supervisory diaries, posters, and reports by the specified deadlines; late submissions will result in penalties.

     ※ Participants must strictly adhere to the specified formats and volumes; any necessary changes must be discussed with the organizers beforehand.

     ※ The organizers will not return submitted materials.
  d. Participants must submit presentation videos, research diaries, supervisory diaries, posters, and reports before the Q&A Session

     ※ All team members are required to participate in the presentation and the Q&A session.

     ※ Penalties will be applied if team members are absent or fail to respond to judges' questions during the Q&A session; specifics are determined by the judging panel. In cases of force majeure, such as natural disasters, documentary evidence must be provided.
※ Specific Q&A processes will be announced later and could be conducted through online or written assessment.

  e. A plagiarism check on the final report is carried out before the Q&A Session

  f. Various research methodologies are permitted, and activity support is facilitated through online mentoring, including the use of online platforms.

□ Miscellaneous

  a. The scores and totals provided by each judge in this contest will remain confidential.

  b. If awarded works have previously won in other contests, are derivative, or if instances of plagiarism or ghostwriting are discovered, the award will be revoked (prize money will be reclaimed), and participation in the next research contest will be restricted.

  c. Rights to the final research outputs of the contest are jointly owned by the resource center and the participating teams. Consent from participants for the use of their images and videos (for recording or promotional purposes) during the contest is mandatory.
